Literacy

are 'Billy's bucket’, 'Tiddler', and 'Rainbow Fish'. We will be retell-
ing  stories, ordering parts of the story and, using new vocab-
ulary from the stories. We will be reading our own writing to
check that it makes sense and checking that we have used cap-
ital letters, full stops and finger spaces.

Personal and Social Development

This term we will exploring keeping safe at school and in the
wider world. We will talking about the children's reflection on
their year in school. We will then spend time preparing for the
transition into Year One and discussing the excitement and anx-
iousness that change can bring.
